What does pesticide free mean?

Ideally, pesticide free means that no chemical
pest controls at all are used. However, we consider
the use of organically certified materials and EPA-
exempt pesticides to be compatible with our
philosophy because we want to encourage manu-
facturers to develop safer products. We distribute
the signs on the honor system, and we don't ask or
monitor what materials you use. If you feel that the
sign accurately reflects your practices, you should
display it.
